TEE MARKERS
AllMen under the age 62 and younger play from the Black Markers

HOLES 170 6 - TWO-PERSON SCRAMBLE (HANDICAPPED AT 35% OF LOW & 15% OF HIGH COURSE HANDICAPS)

Each player hits a tee ball. The best of the two balls is selected and both players play from that location. This
process continues until the team holes out. One team score should be recorded on the scorecard. RECORD ONE
TEAM GROSS SCORE NEXT TO EACH PLAYER’S NAME.

HOLES 7-12 - FOUR-BALL (BEST-BALL; HANDICAPPED AT 100% OF EACH PLAYER’S COURSE HANDICAP)
Each player plays each hole to its completion playing their own ball throughout. The better score of the two will
define the team score for that hole. RECORD TWO INDIVIDUAL GROSS SCORES NEXT TO EACH PLAYER’S NAME.

HOLES 13-18 - ALTERNATE SHOT (HANDICAPPED AT 50% OF SUM OF COURSE HANDICAPS)

This is a true Alternate Shot format. Teammates must select holes they want to tee off from - odd or even holes.
One player hits a tee shot, the teammate then hits the second shot. This process continues until the ballis holed
out. RECORD ONE TEAM GROSS SCORE NEXT TO PLAYER’S NAME.

PREFERRED LIES
Scramble Format: Sixinches throughout but the ball must remain in the ball’s landing area (i.e., ball landing in the
rough must be placed in the rough; bunker in bunker, and so on).
Four-Ball and Alternate Shot: Sixinches inyour fairway
